2. Zamer a ciele vystavy / Purpose and Goals of the Exhibition

Prezentacia slovenskej modernej architektonickej tvorby rodinnych domov pre Sirokl verejnost’,
ako aj pre architektonicki obec v hlavnom meste Kanady a d’alS§ich vybranych mestach
(Toronto, Montreal, Vancouver) tohto severoamerického $tatu. Hlavnym cielom projektu je
formou vystavy venovanej architektire, ako nedelitel'nej zlozky kultirneho bohatstva naroda,
prezentovat’ Slovensko ako sti¢ast’ moderného kultirneho sveta. Expozicia vytvarne hodnotnych
architektonickych diel ma prispiet’ k prezentacii Slovenska v Kanade ako krajiny s velkym
kreativnym potencidlom, ktord je schopnd v procese socidlno - ekonomickej transformacie
nielen adaptovat’ sa na kultirne zmeny, ale i1 vysielat’ kultirne impulzy.

To exhibit contemporary Slovak individually designed residential architecture to the general
public and architectural community in Canada’s capital and other Canadian cities (eg. Toronto
Montreal, Vancouver). The main goal of this project is to present Slovakia as a part of the
modern cultural world by the means of an exhibition dedicated to architecture as an indivisible
part of national cultural heritage. The exposition of artistically valuable architectural
creations is meant to contribute to the presentation in Canada of Slovakia as a country with a
great creative potential and the capability to not only adapt to cultural changes, but also export
cultural impulses even within the processes of social and economic transformation.

7. Obsah a filozoficky zaklad vystavy / Content and Philosophical Foundation of the Exhibition

Hlavnym cielom a leit motivom vystavy je predstavit’ architektiru slovenskych individudlnych
rodinnych domov, ktoré boli realizované po roku 1989. Cielom vystavy je predstavit’ a
naznacit’ vyvoj v obdobi po zmene spoloc¢ensko-ekonomického a socidlneho systému a zaroven
zdoraznit, Ze architektura individualneho byvania neznamena len uspokojovanie zakladnych
potrieb, ale zaroven reflektuje kreativne pociny jednotlivcov a kulturnu vyspelost’” naroda.
Architektura individudlneho rodinného domu, vily, ¢i sidla je vSak aj prostriedkom na
komunikdciu, interakciu a vysielanie kultirnych impulzov medzi narodmi a $tdtmi z dvoch
roznych kontinentov.

P4ad socializmu priniesol na Slovensko nielen otvorenie sa vonkaj§im vplyvom aich
zintenzivnenie, ale aj pestrejSi vyber al'ahSiu dostupnost’ stavebnych materidlov. Postupné
zlepSovnie ekonomickych podmienok priniesol aj dopyt po nadstandartnych a nekonvencénych
rieSeniach rodinnych domov, vil a sidel, Castokrat s poziadavkou reprezentativeho charakteru.
Tieto okolnosti dali predpoklad a prilezitost’ pre vznik novych experimentdlnych konceptov
byvania individudlnych rodinnych domov.

Vystava chce poukdzat’ na nové trendy v slovenskej architektire individudlnych rodinnych
domov ato nielen v oblasti ideovo - umeleckej, ale aj technicko — filozofickej. Prezentuje
aktudlnu Skalu realizovanych individualnych rodinnych domov, ktorych koncepty osciluju od
nadstandardnych, exluzivnych aluxusnych vil, cez stredne velké rodinné domy az po
ekonomicky a energeticky usporné rieSenia. Existencia takéhoto Sirokého spektra rodinnych
domov je logickou reakciou na nové spolo¢ensko-ekonomické podmienky, v ktorych sa
postupne formuje aj Specificky a rozmanity dopyt po réznych formach individualneho byvania
pre jednotlivé spolocenské vrstvy.

Prezentécia roznych pristupov estetického stvarnenia domov na byvanie, ktora je zaloZena na
dlhodobom - viac ako tisicrocnom historickom vyvoji typologického druhu individualneho
obydlia v Eurdpe, s prechodmi cez jednotlivé historické slohy a Styly, je prileZitostou pre
aktualnu reflexiu a vznik novych foriem na pozadi historickych kontextov. Europska historicka
tradicia, ktora poskytuje zdklad pre novodobu tvorbu vytvara prepoklady pre inovativne
koncepty a pristupy v individudlnej architektonickej tvorbe privatnych stavieb urcenych na
byvanie.

Priestor na prezentaciu bude dany predovsSetkym stcasnej mladej a strednej generacii
slovenskych architektov, ktori sa zaoberaju tvorbou rodinnych domov. Vyber bude zamerany na
tie rieSenia, ktoré prezentuji aktudlne hodnotné a inSpirativne architektonické koncepty
a koreSponduju, nadvizuju na sucasnit modernt eurdpsku architektiru, ¢im prispievaju aj
k formovaniu kontextov s architektiirou svetovou.

Velké mnoZstvo a rozmanitost’ architektonickych prejavov spdsobuje, Ze v sucasnosti zlyhavaji
pokusy klasifikovat’ a triedit’ sti€asni architektiru do novodobych Stylov. Vystava bude
poukazovat’ na tito rozmanitonst’ aj v podmienkach Slovenska ako aj na skuto¢nost, Ze vécina
sucasnych individudlnych S$tylov, ktoré sa navzdjom ovplyviiuju, sa odvija od tradicie
funkcionalizmu a postmodernej architektiry. Zaroveni vSak vznikaji aj nové hnutia a trendy,
ktoré reagujii na aktudlne potreby sicasneho sveta, a ktoré pozaduju od sucasnej vystavby



(vratane rodinnych domov) aby mala, o najmensi negativny dopad na prirodné prostredie a aby
vyuzivanie energie a prirodnych zdrojov bolo zodpovedné voci okoliu a zodpovedné voci
nasledujucim generaciam l'udstva.

Prezentované diela v ¢asovom horizonte od roku 1989 az po sucasnost’” budt predstavovat
prierez vyvoja slovenskej architektary individualnych rodinnych domov v suvislostiach
socialno-ekonomickych a kulturno-spolocenskych. Viac ako 15-ro¢né casové obdobie umozni
vnimat premenu a vyvoj architektiry z hladiska funkcie, formy, tvaroslovia ako aj ich
vzdjomné kontextudlne vztahy.

Vystava tvorby rodinnych domov z jednotlivych €asti Slovenska bude konfrontovana s vkusom
a spoloCensko - kultirnym pozadim  severoamerickych névstevnikov vystavy v Ottawe
a dal'Sich miest Kanady. Pozorovat vzijomnu kultirnu interakciu medzi dvoma historicko
a geograficky rozlicnymi civilizdciami v procese globalizacie a prirodzenych protichodnych
tendencii v preferovani lokalnych odliSnosti, bude rozhodne zaujimavym a inSpirativnym
prinosom vystavy. Sti¢asny individualny slovensky rodinny dom je obrazom slovenskej kultury,
odraza nielen Specificky pristup k architektonickej tvorbe individudlneho byvania, ale je
zaujimavou reflexiou aktudlneho zivotného Stylu, ktory moze byt pre obyvatelov Kanady
doposial malo zndmy. Slovenska architektura individuadlneho rodinného domu moze tak
zanechat v mysliach navStevnikov vystavy pocit jedine¢nosti z origindlnych rieSeni
prichadzajucich zo srdca integrujucej sa Eurdpy.

The main motive of the exhibition is to present the architecture of individually designed Slovak
single family houses which have been designed after 1989. The goal of the exhibition is to
depict developments after the change of the social system and to stress that the architecture of
individual residences is not only meant to fulfill basic needs but also reflect the creative
accomplishments of individuals and the cultural maturity of the nation. The architecture of
individually designed family houses is also a means of communication, interaction, and
exporting the cultural impulses between nations of two different continents.

The collapse of Communism in Slovakia has brought not only openness to external influences,
but also greater selection and easier access to building materials. The gradual improvement of
economic conditions has been accompanied by a demand for higher standards and alternative
designs of family houses capable of representing unique character. These conditions created
the precondition and opportunity for the creation of new experimental concepts of living and
individually designed family houses.

The exhibition seeks to demonstrate new trends In Slovak architecture of individually designed
family houses, not only within the field of ideas and art, but also in the fields of technology and
philosophy. It presents the actual range of realized houses, the concepts of which vary from
above-standard luxury houses through standard middle-sized houses to economically and
energetically less-demanding solutions. The presence of such a wide range is the natural
response to new social and economic conditions in which specific and diverse demands for
differing forms of individual housing for the various social classes have gradually emerged.

The presentation will give space especially to the young and middle-aged generation of Slovak
architects who specialize in residential architecture. The selection will be focused on those
designs which present contemporary, valuable, and inspirational architectural concepts, and
which correspond with contemporary modern European and international architecture.

The great number and diversity of architectural expression creates the impossibility of a single
classification or specific contemporary style. The exhibition will demonstrate this diversity
within Slovak conditions, as well as the reality that the great majority of contemporary
individual styles are mutually influencing, but all arise from the tradition of functionalism and



postmodern architecture. However, at the same time, new trends and movements reflecting the
actual needs of the contemporary world have emerged.

The presented works created after 1989 will represent a cross-section of the development of
individually designed Slovak residential architecture in relation to social and economic
transformations. The fifteen year long time period presented will allow the observer to see the
transformation and development of architecture from the point of function and form, as well as
mutual contextual relationships.

The exhibition of works from various parts of Slovakia will confront the tastes and social and
cultural background of North American observers in Ottawa and other Canadian cities. The
opportunity to observe the mutual cultural interaction between two historically and
geographically different civilizations within the process of globalization will be the interesting
and inspirational contribution of the exhibition. Contemporary individually designed Slovak
houses not only reflect Slovak culture and specific attitudes to architectural creation, but are
also an interesting reflection of Slovak lifestyle which will likely be unknown to the Canadian
observer. Slovak architecture can leave in the minds of observers a feeling of the uniqueness
and originality of solutions coming from the heart of Europe.

8. Vyber vystavovanych diel / Selection of Exhibited Works

Vystavované¢ diela budi selektované zrealizovanych architektonickych diel, ktoré boli
uverejnené v publikacii: Nové rodinné domy, (¢isla I.-VL.), vydavatel'stvom Archpress, ktorého
Sefredaktorkou je komisarka pripravovanej vystavy Ing.arch.Andrea Bacova,PhD. Komisia,
ktora uskuto¢ni vyber vystavanych diela bude pozostavat’ zo zastupcov architektonickej praxe a
akademickej pody zo Slovenska a Kanady.

Prijaté budu aj nerealizované diela a Studentské prace Studentov FA STU, za predpokladu, ze
navrh bude predstavovat’ architektiru vyrazne vysokej kvality. Na zaklade prijatych navrhov
komisia d’alej odporu¢i vyzvat na ucast na vystave spomedzi tychto architektov. Tymto
sposobom bude zarucené, ze na vystave budu prezentované okrem klasickych diel novodobe;
modernej architektury aj najnovsie alebo buduce prirastky slovenského architektonického
fondu. Forma ¢i rozsah objektu na individualnu bytova vystavbu nebude pri vybere zohravat
podstatni tlohu. Kritériom ucasti diela na vystave bude vyznamny prinos pre architektiru
Slovenska, inovativny pristup, hodnotné a kvalitné architektonické rieSenie. Predbezne je
planované prezentovat’ 30 architektonickych diel — individualnych rodinnych domov, ktoré boli
realizované na uzemi Slovenska od roku 1989 az po sucasnost’.

Exhibited works will be selected from the realized architectural works published in New Family
Houses (issues 1-6), published by Archpress publishers, the chief editor, Andrea Bacova, of
which is also the curator of the exhibition. The committee which will select the presented works



will consist of representatives of architectural practice and the academic field from Slovakia
and Canada.

The exhibition will also contain unrealized works and student works from the Faculty of
Architecture at the Slovak University of Technology, under the condition that these designs will
present architecture of an extremely high quality. By these means, the exhibition will be
potentially capable of presenting not only examples of contemporary Slovak architecture, but
also its future direction. The form and extent of architectural works will not play a role within
the process of selection. The only criteria will be their quality and positive contribution to
Slovak architecture, as well as innovative attitudes. The preliminary intent is to present thirty
architectural works of individually designed residential buildings which have been built in
Slovakia since 1989.

The quality and form of the exhibited
posters and catalogue will depend largely on the degree of funding received from state and
private donors in Canada and Slovakia.
